Prof. Polona Jaki Mekjavi¢, MD, PhD

Prof. Polona Jaki Mekjavi¢, MD, PhD, is a consultant ophthalmologist at the Eye
Hospital of the University Clinical Centre Ljubljana, Slovenia, and Professor and
Chair of Ophthalmology at the Medical Faculty of the University of Ljubljana. Her
clinical and research work focuses primarily on retinal diseases, particularly age-
related macular degeneration. She introduced anti-VEGF therapy for the treatment of
retinal diseases in Slovenia and leads clinical activities in this field at the University
Clinical Centre Ljubljana.
